Discriminatory Policies and Practices

Discriminatory real estate practices such as redlining allowed
for concentration of industrial activity in non-White and
immigrantneighborhoods, including in and around South
Central LA.

Early Efforts to Address Pollution

1943: The Los Angeles Times reported that a pall of smoke and
fumes descended on downtown, cutting visibility. Striking in the
midst of a heat wave, the "gas attack™ was nearly unbearable.
As aresult, the city implemented the creation of an air pollution
permit system.

First Air Quality Regulatory Agency

A new air quality agency was formed—the Los Angeles County
Air Pollution Control District—the first such body in the nation.
