Project Description:	Tosco is proposing modifications to its existing Wilmington Plant in order to comply with the CARB Reformulated Gasoline Phase 3 requirements and produce adequate quantities of products.  The primary objective of the modifications is to produce more alkylate which is required to meet the reid vapor pressure standard, as well as meeting the more stringent benzene and sulfur standards.  The project will not increase the crude throughput capacity or the volume of gasoline produced at the Refinery.  The Final EIR concluded that the proposed project has the potential to generate significant adverse construction and operational air quality impacts.  





This is to advise that the South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) as the Lead Agency for the above described project has made the following determinations regarding the above described project:





A Final EIR was prepared and certified for this project by the SCAQMD pursuant to the provisions of CEQA.  The Draft EIR was circulated for a review period of 45-day ending March 1, 2001.  One comment letter was received.
