WHAT IS AB 25887

- State law enacted in 1987 that created a Public Right-to-Know Program

- Purpose

- Collect emissions data every 4 years to identify facilities having localized
Impacts

- Evaluate potential health risks through Health Risk Assessments

- Notify residents and reduce health risks if notification and risk reduction
thresholds exceeded

- Locally implemented through South Coast AQMD Rule 1402

- More stringent requirements for reducing health risk than statewide
program

ABOUT HEALTH RISK ASSESSMENTS

Estimates the chance that a
person may experience a
health effect from toxic air

contaminant emissions

An HRA provides an estimate of
health risks across a community
through computer modeling

“Snapshot” based on toxic air

Assumes 2019 emissions levels for 30 years

HRA based on conservative

Cancer Risk

e Reported as the probability of a cancer case (“chances in-
one-million”)
e Estimates cancer risks for both residents and workers

e Average cancer risk in the South Coast Air Basin from all
sources of air pollution is about 450 chances in-one-million

Non-Cancer Risk

e Types of Non-Cancer Risk:

e Acute: Short-term exposure (1 hour)

e Chronic: Long-term exposure (>1 year)

e 8-Hr Chronic: Recurring 8-hour exposures
e Expressed in terms of a Hazard Index

NEXT STEPS: RISK REDUCTION PLANS

Bowman must demonstrate how its current or future controls will
maintain health risks below South Coast AQMD thresholds

Demonstration included in Risk Reduction Plan (RRP), including
technical analysis

Bowman must submit Risk Reduction Plan by 3/6/2025

While recently installed controls are expected to have already reduced
risk below thresholds, if a need for additional controls is identified,
Bowman will have 2.5 years to install them after RRP approval
