NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN that the South Coast AQMD will consider approval of
the Coachella Valley Contingency Measure SIP Revision and subsequent submission to the United
States Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA) via the California Air Resources Board
(CARB) for approval and inclusion in the SIP.

NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN that the Coachella Valley, defined as the desert portion
of the Riverside County in the Salton Sea Air Basin and under the jurisdiction of the South Coast
AQMD, is currently classified as an “extreme” nonattainment area for the 2008 ozone National
Ambient Air Quality Standard (NAAQS) with an attainment date of July 20, 2032.

Revision was developed to meet federal Clean Air Act (CAA) requirements that SIPs must provide
for contingency measures, defined in Section 172(c)(9) as “specific measures to be undertaken if
the area fails to make reasonable further progress (RFP), or to attain the national primary ambient
air quality standard by the attainment date.”

NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN that a comprehensive SIP addressing the 2008 ozone
NAAQS in the Coachella Valley was submitted as part of the 2016 Air Quality Management Plan
(AQMP) to U.S. EPA via CARB on April 27, 2017. As was allowed by preceding examples of
approved SIPs at the time, the 2016 AQMP contingency measure elements for RFP and attainment
in the Coachella Valley relied on surplus emission reductions from already implemented control
measures in the milestone and attainment years.

NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN that in 2016, in Bahr v. U.S. EPA, the Ninth Circuit
Court of Appeals rejected the U.S. EPA’s longstanding interpretation of Section 172(c)(9). Due to
the Bahr decision, the contingency measure elements as submitted could no longer be approved
by U.S. EPA.

Section 179(b)(2). In addition, if within 24-months U.S. EPA has not approved a contingency
measure SIP revision, U.S. EPA must promulgate a federal contingency measure plan in the
Coachella Valley.

NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN that the Coachella Valley Contingency Measure SIP
Revision contains a commitment to amend Rule 463 to include contingency measure elements,
which, if triggered, will increase the frequency of Optical Gas Imaging (OGI) inspections for
organic liquid storage tanks. The Coachella Valley Contingency Measure SIP Revision also
includes the California Smog Check Contingency Measure SIP Revision adopted by CARB in
October 26, 2023.
