Purpose

The purpose of this rule is to reduce velatie-organic-compeoundVolatile Organic
Compound (VOC) emissions, toxic air contaminants, stratospheric ozone-depleting
compounds, and global-warming compound emissions from autemetive
coatingAutomotive Coating applications performed on meter—vehiclesMotor

Vehicles, mobHe—equipmentMobile Equipment, and asseciated—parts—and
componentsAssociated Parts and Components.

Applicability

This rule is applicable to any person who supplies, sells, offers for sale, markets,
manufactures, blends, packages, repackages, possesses, or distributes any
attomotive—eoatingAutomotive Coating, Automotive Coating Component, or
associated solvent for use within the Bistrict South Coast AQMD, as well as any
person who uses, applies, or solicits the use or application of any autemetive
eoeatirgAutomotive Coating or associated solvent within the BistrietSouth Coast

AQMD.

ASSEMBLY LINE means an arrangement of industrial equipment and
workers in which the product passes from one specialized operation to
another until complete, by either automatic or manual means.
ASSOCIATED PARTS AND COMPONENTS means structures, devices,
pieces, modules, sections, assemblies, subassemblies, or elements of any
motor-vehicle-Motor Vehicle or mebHe-egquipment-Mobile Equipment that
are designed to be a part of any meter—vehicle-Motor Vehicle or mebie
eguipment-Mobile Equipment but thatwhieh are not attached to any metoer
vehiele-Motor Vehicle or mebHe-eguipment-Mobile Equipment at the time
of the application of an autemetive—ceating-Automotive Coating to such
structure, device, piece, module, section, assembly, subassembly, or
element.

AUTOMOTIVE COATING means any eoatirgCoating used or
recommended for use in metor—vehicleMotor Vehicles, mebile
eguipmentMobile Equipment, or assoctated——parts——and
componentsAssociated Parts and Components in refinishing, service,
maintenance, repair, restoration, or modification, except metal plating
activities. Automotive Coatings means the ready--to--spray Coating, as
applied, which includes any Automotive Coating Component. —Any
reference to automotive refinishing or autemetive—coatingAutomotive
Coating on the container or in product literature constitutes a
recommendation for use in meter—vehicleMotor Vehicle, mebile
eguipmentMobile Equipment, and  assechatod—parss——and
compenentsAssociated Parts and Components refinishing.

COATING means a material which-that is applied to a surface and forms a
film in order to beautify, preserve, repair, or protect such a surface.

Coating, excluding automotive adhesion—promotersAdhesion Promoters,
and primersPrimers—and—mutti-color—coatings, that require a subsequent
clearcoatingClear Coating, and whieh-that is applied over a primerPrimer,
adheston—promoter—Adhesion Promoter or eeler—eeatingColor Coating.

ELECTROSTATIC SPRAY APPLICATION means any method of spray
application of autemetive—ecoatingsAutomotive Coatings where an
electrostatic attraction is created between the part to be coated and the paint
particles.

EMISSION CONTROL SYSTEM means any combination of capture
systems and control devices used to reduce VOC emissions from

attomotive-coatingAutomotive Coating operations.
EXEMPT COMPOUNDS are as defined in Rule 102-Definition of Terms

ozone produced from a weight of VOC expressed as gram of ozone per gram
of VOC (g O3/g VOC). MIR values for individual VOCs are specified in
sections 94700 and 94701, Titlel7, California Code of Regulations.

and/or driven on rails or a roadway including, but not limited to, trains,
railcars, truck trailers, mobile cranes, bulldozers, street cleaners, and
implements of husbandry or agriculture.

but not limited to, motorcycles, passenger cars, light-duty trucks and vans,
medium-duty and heavy-duty vehicles as defined in Section 1900, Title 13,
of the California Administrative Code; and—Additional-examples-inelude;

Coating Component, and any product with reference to automotive
refinishing or Automotive Coating on the container or in product literature
and with a recommendation for use in Motor Vehicle, Mobile Equipment,
and Associated Parts and Components refinishing.

24)(32) SINGLE-STAGE COATING means any pigmented autermetive
ceatingAutomotive  Coating,  (excluding  automotive  adhesion
